Universities’ core purpose is to provide opportunities
for research and education as well as making a con-
tribution locally and globally. In order to meet the
challenges of society today, we must work hard to
keep transforming ourselves, develop skills to create
new knowledge while preserving and transmitting old
knowledge. Community connections are right at the
heart of Kochi University. We are aspiring to become
a “super regional university” with a local reach and
reputation. We engage with the local business and
organisations to build strong ties with them so that
we will be the first one to come to their mind when-
ever need arises.
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National universities in Japan underwent partial pri-
vatisation more than a decade ago. Since then Kochi
University has gone through considerable change.
In 2015, the Faculty of Regional Collaboration was
formed. Other existing faculties and departments
were reorganised andf/or renamed (e.g. the Faculty
of Education in 2015, the Faculty of Agriculture
and Marine Sciences, the Faculty of Humanities
and Social Sciences in 2016, the Faculty of Science
and Technology in 2017). In 2018, we established
Professional School for Teacher Education to offer a
postgraduate degree programme designed to develop
teachers’ professional skills. To be able respond to
the needs of our local community, we added another
postgraduate programme in Regional Collaboration
in 2020. Other postgraduate programmes such as
Agriculture and Marine Sciences, and Science and
Technology were redesigned to offer even wider
range of fields. It enables us to make a sustainable
contribution to the local community, mitigate/manage
risk, and prepare for/respond to disasters. We did all
these to turn ourselves into a super regional univer-
sity. We are also on course to renew some of our PhD
programmes expected to launch in 2022.
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In research Kochi University is taking advantage of
the so-called ‘Black Current’ which runs along pre-
fecture’ s coastline. We are also promoting research
involving various areas from humanities to natural
sciences in the scope of making more contributions
to the UN Sustainable Development Goals. In addi-
tion, we are collaborating with the local government
and other higher educational institutions in a new
research project called “Internet of Plants” or loP
(funded by central government) where the applica-
tion of advance technology is expected bring facility
horticulture to the next generation.
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To keep delivering local and global impacts, Kochi
University will continue to enhance the learning and
research experience with a particular focus on the
unique features of region.
