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Universities are expected to contribute to research and education, as well
as making contributions locally and globally. To fulfill these roles, we are
expected to work hard to keep transforming ourselves, handing down the
wisdom of our predecessors to posterity, and to encourage freewheeling and
creative initiatives. Kochi University is currently aspiring to become a "Super
Regional University" (SRU) with a local reach and reputation, with the slogan
of "Becoming a university that can support and transform the region.” To this
end, we keep challenging ourselves to establish a new model as a local core
university that shines like a beacon.
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Kochi University has radically transformed itself over 20 years since the
privatization of national universities in Japan. Beginning with establishing the
Faculty of Regional Collaboration in 2015, we strengthened the teacher training
functions of the Faculty of Education and created the Faculty of Humanities
and Social Sciences, the Faculty of Agriculture and Marine Sciences, and the
Faculty of Science and Technology. Following this reform, we reorganized our
graduate programs by creating the Professional School for Teacher Education
in 2018 and reforming our master's and doctoral programs in 2020 and 2022,
respectively. Also, we further reformed the Faculty of Agriculture and Marine
Sciences in 2023 to focus on the digital transformation of primary industries and
established the Sports and Arts Initiatives Codevelopment Program in 2024. All
of these reform efforts aim to reorganize us as an educational organization to
allow us to make a leap forward as an SRU and further enhance ourselves as a
human resource development hub.
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Meanwhile, Kochi University has been advancing a diversity of research
across the disciplines of humanities and sciences while making the most of
the Kuroshio Current along the nearby coastline. This research is aimed at
both rural revitalization and sustainable development under the goals set by
the United Nations (SDGs). Our Internet of Plants (IoP) is a new research
project that has been conducted since 2018 jointly with the Kochi prefectural
government and other higher education institutions from the same prefecture as
ourselves and funded by the Cabinet Office. loP aims to bring horticulture to the
next level by effectively deploying an advanced facility. The findings are being
applied in practice to boost local key industries. The outcomes achieved during
the first five-year term of the project were valued highly after the completion
of the term, resulting in a decision to apply the outcomes to many more fields
during the next four-year term starting from 2023, for which a technology transfer
of the research outcomes has been scheduled to be made to Hokkaido and
Fukuoka Prefectures, as well as to Vietnam and India. In addition, Kochi
University and its partner, Ehime University, jointly applied for a facility
improvement support program provided by the Ministry of Education, Culture,
Sports, Science and Technology for industry-academia-government collaborative
and joint research projects conducted through a partnership between local core
and distinctive research universities, and was adopted in 2023. As a unique
center of excellence, we continue to enrich our research activities.
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The year 2024 marks the 75th anniversary of Kochi University. We launched the
Kochi University 75th Anniversary Project in May 2022, when an anniversary
period of two and a half years was set with an eye to the commemoration
ceremony on November 3, 2024. A wide variety of anniversary events have
already been held, including setting up a Yosakoi Festival Enbujo on our
Asakura Campus, and have created on-campus spaces where many graduates
gather and interact with each other. More recently, we have established the
Kochi University Koyu-Kai, a central feature of the Anniversary Project. This
association is an organization that not only Kochi University alumni but also
all people interested in the university can join. New connections made through
the association's "exchange hub" function will undoubtedly serve as a source
for creating new value. You are all urged to join the Kochi University Koyu-
Kai (admission fee and annual membership fee are free) and enjoy access to
opportunities for a wide variety of exchange and other activities.
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Kochi University will continue to proceed to further evolve as an SRU. Thank
you in advance for your continued support and cooperation.
