(2) Long-term Study Program

The standard program of study takes three years. However, a long-term study program has been
introduced for those who are in employment and have limited time to undertake research under the
guidance of a supervisor and to take classes; for those whom sufficient research time cannot be ensured
within three years; and for those who would incur additional tuition fees if three years are exceeded and
would therefore be a financial burden.

The total tuition fee for the long-term study program is the same as for the standard program of study of
three years, but in this program the tuition payments are spread evenly across the approved time period in
the longer scheduled course. This program can be shortened or extended subject to any change in
circumstances after enrollment.
